REGISTRATION

HOUSING

The final meal will be lunch on
Wednesday, August 3. Commuters have the option to purchase meals separately on a
cash basis.

All Seminar
students will receive a pair of sticks or mallets during registration. Mallet players will be
provided instruments at the Seminar. Students enrolled in the drum set program should
bring their hi-hat stand, hi-hat, ride cymbal and stand, and a drum seat.

EMERGENCY PHONE CONTACT

In case of emergency, the main telephone number for the University of Massachusetts is:

MEDICAL EMERGENCIES

Any medical emergencies that arise will be handled through the University Health
Services (UHS). This service is part of the conference registration fee. The University of
Massachusetts Security Staff is also trained to handle emergencies and dispatch
accordingly. However, emergency ambulance transportation charges are not covered
under the UHS plan and will be billed directly to the individual by the carrier.

Enclosed you will find two medical forms which you need to bring to the Seminar: the

"Medical and Immunization History." These health forms are required of all students who
attend a University sanctioned camp. Please complete fully and bring both with you to
camp. Health Services must have these forms on file in order to perform any necessary

medical service during your stay on campus.

This session
is scheduled to take place in the parking lot in front of Gladchuck Field--immediately
adjacent to McGuirk Stadium with parking available in E Lot--in conjunction with the
George N. Parks Drum Major Academy. All sections of the Academy, plus the Mobile
Percussion Seminar students, will perform a small demonstration for each other. The
Closing Ceremony will start between 1:00-1:15 PM on Wednesday, August 3. It will last
approximately an hour and a half.

MAJOR ROUTES TO THE UNIVERSITY OF MASSACHUSETTS

. Pass Yankee Candle then turn LEFT on to ROUTE 116 SOUTH to Sunderland/Amherst.
